RESOLUTION REQUESTING APPROVAL OF THE DIRECTOR OF THE DIVISION OF LOCAL

MEETING OPEN TO THE PUBLIC

Mayor Wekilsky opened the meeting to the public for discussion.

Dave Vasa, 209 Pine Street: Spoke about a neighbor who is parking commercial vehicles on his
property. He is parking in excess of the number of vehicles allowed on the property and he is also
operating a commercial business there, feels these issues need to be addressed. The business is located
on Oak Street.

Mr. McCue said there seems to be a glitch in the ordinance regarding parking in back yards. The code
official indicates that the ordinance needs to be changed. Mayor Wekilsky said that the ordinance will
be looked at and they will address all of these issues, including operating the commercial business in a
residential zone. Mr. Vasa said all three trucks have lettering on them indicating they are commercial
vehicles.

Another matter Mr. Vasa addressed was the littering problem on Main Street. He wanted to follow up

on a |l etter he wrote to Al derman Carey in June,

cigarettes and over-flowing garbage cans, all in need of addressing. Mr. Scozzafava asked why these
items are not addressed by the town and Mr. McCue responded saying these are not everyday issues
and the Town does not have full time litter police. Mayor Wekilsky said every property owner is



responsible for the sidewalk in front of their properties and perhaps, this could be addressed to them
also.

Mr. Scozzafava commented that a Clean Communities Grant could be used. Mr. McCue said we already

Historic Preservation Commission: Mrs. Bujtas said two applications were received for new signs on
Main Street.

Library: Mr. Eoga reported that a meeting was held last week and they addressed the letter received
from the Mayor and Board regarding the Library Building, saying it was very well received. There are
still some language issues that need to be worked out in the agreement.

Local Assistance: Mayor Wekilsky said Mrs. Rockis has submitted her resignation, therefore Local
Assistance will be taken over by the County. The Mayor said there is a Social Services portion of Local
Assistance program, and the Committee has requested that the food pantry (social services portion)
remain in the Town. Mayor Wekilsky said this would be a volunteer position and he advised the
committee to begin making plans. He and Terry McCue will be meeting with the County this week to
start preparations for Local Assistance going to the County.

Municipal Alliance: Mr. Scozzafava said it will be starting the* T e e nhse ofyram again this
year.

Parks & Recreation: Dr. Keezer said the Town-Wide clean up will be held on April 24, 2010.

NEW BUSINESS

RESOLUTION 10-66
RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND BOARD OF ALDERMEN OF THE TOWN OF BOONTON
RELATIVE TO THE HOLMES PUBLIC LIBRARY

WHEREAS, the Holmes Public Library has been in operation for over 100 years and at least the
building was controlled by the Trustees of the Holmes Public Library; and

WHEREAS, in 1993, as a result of a referendum, the Boonton Holmes Public Library came under the
jurisdiction of the Trustees of the Boonton Public Library, and those Trustees have for a long period
of time been in negotiations, if not litigation, with the Trustees of the Boonton Holmes Library
relative to control of the Library and certain funds, etc.; and

WHEREAS, the Trustees of the Boonton Public Library have reached a settlement, an agreement
with the Trustees of the Boonton Holmes Library whereby the Trustees of the Boonton Holmes
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Library will be dissolved and any and all assets controlled by them will be turned over to the
Trustees of the Boonton Public Library; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Statute, specifically N.J.S.A. 40:54-25, titled Any Real Estate, purchase for a
library must be held in the name of the municipality, in this case, the Town of Boonton; and

WHEREAS, the Trustees of the Boonton Public Library and the Town have been in serious
discussions and negotiations for some period of time as to how the statutory requirement should be
satisfied and at the same time, the Library be given total control of the building which indeed is also
a statutory requirement and a requirement apparently for the Library to receive some significant
aid from the County of Morris; and

WHEREAS, the position of the Mayor and Board of Aldermen, for some period of time has been that
the Boonton Public Library has some significant sources of income, i.e., a dedicated tax as well as
trust funds which are available to them for the purpose of maintaining the facility by statute and
ordinance a requirement that is imposed upon the Library; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Board of Aldermen wish to resolve this matter in a manner that is fair to
the Boonton Public Library; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Mayor and Board of Aldermen of the Town of
Boonton, that the Town’s position is that when the Deed of Conveyance is delivered to the Town,
the Town’s position will be that the Trustees of the Boonton Public Library shall have total control
over the building, and at the same time, the Trustees of the Boonton Public Library shall have the
obligation to maintain the building, not only for their uses but in a satisfactory manner so that the
building does not become a nuisance and has a pleasant appearance as the building is situated in a
strategic location on Main Street. Therefore, the Trustees of the Boonton Public Library shall have
total control over the Library and at the same time shall have the total obligation of maintaining the
building including any arrangements the Trustees of the Boonton Public Library think are suitable
for any tenants.

Dr. Keezer made a motion to move this resolution to the first meeting in March. Mr. Eoga seconded —
motion carried.

MEETING OPEN TO THE PUBLIC

Mayor Wekilsky opened the meeting to the public for discussion.

Mr. Sam Pharo: Director of the Boonton Public Library: Spoke about the letter received from Mr.
McCue. He feels there needs to be a lease in order for them to go forward in applying for a grant. Also,
he feels the lease could be made for $1.00/year, for twenty (20) years. The 20 year lease is a
stipulation from the County. After the work is done, a 30 year easement would be required.

He also thanked the DPW for the recent snow removal.

ADJOURN

There being no further business, Mr. Looker made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Mr. Eoga -
motion carried. The meeting adjourned at 8:15 p.m..
