WHEREAS, the Mandatory Source Separation and Recycling Act, P.L. 1987, c. 102, has established a
recycling fund from which tonnage grant may be made to municipalities in order to encourage local
source separation and recycling programs; and

WHEREAS, it is the intent and the spirit of the Mandatory Source Separation and recycling Act to
use the tonnage grants to develop new municipal recycling programs and to continue and to expand
existing programs; and

WHEREAS, the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection is promulgating recycling
regulations to implement the Mandatory Source Separation and Recycling Act; and

WHEREAS, the recycling regulations impose on municipalities certain requirements as a condition
for applying for tonnage grants, including but not limited to, making and keeping accurate,
verifiable records of materials collected and claimed by the municipality; and

WHEREAS, a resolution authorizing this municipality to apply for the 2009 Recycling Tonnage
Grant will memorialize the commitment of this municipality to recycling and to indicate the assent
of the Mayor and Board of Aldermen to the efforts undertaken by the municipality and the
requirements contained in the Recycling Act and Recycling Regulations; and

WHEREAS, such a resolution should designate the individual authorized to ensure the application
is properly completed and timely filed.
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Board of Aldermen of the Town of

THE OLD MORRIS CANAL DAM

WHEREAS, the Town of Boonton is desirous of obtaining professional engineering services relative
to an inspection and report of the Old Morris Canal Dam required by the NJDEP; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Board of Aldermen deem it in the best interests of the residents of the
Town of Boonton to retain the services of Suburban Consulting Engineers, Inc., a corporation in the
State of New Jersey, having its principal offices at 100 Valley Road., Ste. 202, Mt. Arlington, NJ
07856; and

WHEREAS, the Local Public Contracts Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:11-1 et seq., permits the hiring of
professional services without advertising and public bid and requires that the resolution
authorizing same be available for public inspection;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Board of Aldermen of the Town of
Boonton, New Jersey, as follows:

1. That the Administrator and Clerk be and are hereby authorized to execute a contract on the Town's
behalf with Suburban Consulting Engineers of Mt. Arlington, NJ for professional engineering services
relative to the Old Morris Canal Dam NJDEP Regular Inspection.

2. This contract is awarded without competitive bidding as a “professional service” in accordance with
N.J.S.A. 40A:11-5(1)(a)(i) of the Local Public Contracts Law because the contract is awarded for
services to be performed by a person or persons licensed and authorized by law to practice a
recognized profession and the services to be rendered are of an unspecific nature not compatible
with competitive bidding.

3. The term of services shall be from the date of acceptance of the agreement until its completion, in full
accord with the terms and conditions thereof. The total fee for engineering services for this project
shall not exceed $ 2,500.00, in accordance with the proposal submitted by Suburban Consulting
Engineers for said project, dated March 8, 2010.

4. This award is contingent upon certification by the Chief Financial Officer that sufficient funding exists
therefore.
5. Notice of this action shall be published in “The Citizen” within ten (10) days of the passage thereof.

Economic Development: Mrs. Bujtas said they will be calling another meeting shortly to discuss a new
tenant for the Miller Kingsland property and a new development recommendation.

Finance & Personnel: Mr. Eoga said a new ordinance regarding the establishment of new water rates
will be introduced later on at this meeting.

License & Ordinance: Mr. Carey said they met and discussed new ordinances being introduced tonight.

Fire: Mr. Looker was absent — Mayor Wekilsky said because of the recent storm, the Fire Department
has been very busy pumping out people’s Hhemes as
firemen were also sent on mutual aid to Washington Township today concerning the flooding.

Lights, Buildings & Grounds: Dr. Keezer was absent — Mayor Wekilsky said the wall on upper Main
Street collapsed during this storm and Main Street and the sidewalk have been closed off. The County
and the Town Engineer are working on a solution.

Police; Chief Beltran told the Mayor and Board of Aldermen that Police Recruit LaMandri is half~-way
through training and will be graduating in late May, early June. He also announced that the BPD
broke up a shoplifting ring tonight, where theywereh i t t i ng | ocal Wal marts, i ncl

Public Works: Mr. Dunn indicated that due to the recent storm, very few trees went down and there
was no major damage. The DPW was out picking up debris and the sweepers will be out later on in
the week.

The river area near the gazebo at Grace Lord Park has been taped off to discourage people from going
to look at the flooded river. Mr. McCue also said the ground is so saturated that they are afraid of
trees coming down in the area while people are walking.

Liaisons

Board of Education: Mr. Carey said they are working on their budgets and also working with a new
architect.

Library: Mr. Eoga said the agreement will be signed shortly.

Local Assistance: Mayor Wekilsky said a special meeting will be held to discuss various items.

Municipal Alliance: Mr. Scozzafava gave the following report, submitted by Rosemarie Lynch:

The Boonton Municipal Alliance applied for a supplemental funding grant which was
made available throughout the Morris County Board of Freeholders. If we receive the
grant, we will have $2500, plus a town match of $1250.00 to offer a summer teen
program designed to offer teens, ages 11-14 an opportunity to experience natural
high events. The program is offered 2 nights a week during the month of July — it not
only gives the kids something to do, but it shows them how much fun you can have if
you remain drug and alcohol free.



Also current programs include an after school homework club at John Hill School,
contributions to Project Graduation and Project Celebration, Contributions to help
defray the cost of the DARE program and we are in the process of planning a new
program called Babes: The Beginning Awareness Basic Education Studies (BABES)
program is a primary prevention program for children, grades K-2. BABES provides
factual information on alcohol and other drugs, introduces decision making and
